All others
should play a standard etude or solo (2-3 minutes) that reflects the technical level of the student.

e Scales: In addition to the above, each instrument should play one major and one harmonic minor scale (at least 2
octaves, more if possible).

Select students (based on recorded BOCH audition) will be invited to audition for principal or section leader. Principal audition
material will be made available on the BOCH Festival website once participant selections are made.

Festival Participation Fees

Each accepted student will be charged a $50.00 participation fee.
