INSTITUTIONAL HISTORY:
The University of Nebraska at Omaha was founded in 1908 as the University of Omaha, a private nonsectarian college.

The movement to make the University a municipal institution began in 1929. In that year, the Nebraska Legislature passed an act authorizing cities of the
metropolitan class to establish and maintain municipal universities.

On May 6, 1930, the citizens of Omaha voted to establish the Municipal University of Omaha.

In July of 1968, the citizens of Omaha and the Nebraska Legislature voted to merge the Municipal University of Omaha with the University of Nebraska. The
