Informal Resolution—At any time prior to reaching a determination regarding responsibility, the University may facilitate an Informal Resolution process, such as                   
mediation, that does not involve a full  investigation and adjudication.  The University will not require the parties to participate in an Informal Resolution process and may 
not offer an Informal Resolution process unless a Formal Complaint is filed.  
 
Supportive Measures—The University will provide supportive measures to Complainants and Respondents.  Supportive measures are non-disciplinary, non-punitive               
individualized services offered as appropriate, as reasonably available, and without fee or charge to the Complainant or the Respondent.  Supportive measures are                 
available at any time, regardless of a Formal Complaint.
